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Camp Fees  
FEES 

Youth Fees - The youth fee for 2013 is $135 per Scout (includes a Camp Patch):  

¶ The Early Payment fee is $125ð if paid by May 17, 2013.  

¶ Units surpassing their òFriends of Scoutingó Goal qualify for an additional $10/Scout discount.  

¶ Accompanying adults must register the same time as the Scouts to ensure required ratios are met.  

 

Adult Fees - The adult fee for 2013 is $50 per adult (includes a Camp Patch):  

¶ A minimum of 2 adults is required.  

¶ A ratio of 4 Webelos/1 adult and 2 Cub Scouts/1 adult is required.  

¶ Adult fees are due at time of registration.  

 

Provision Camping:  

A Scout may attend camp without their Pack, however their parent/guardian must accompany them.   
 

CAMPING SCHOLARSHIPS - òCAMPERSHIPSó 
 

Financial assistance may be available to Scouts who are in need. Funds are limited and granted to   

Illowa Scouts based on family situations and the Cubmasterõs recommendation.  

 

¶ Camperships are provided to supplement the Scoutõs contribution and other assistance. 

¶ Camperships are generally for Scouts attending camp for the first year.  With planning and        
participation in the Popcorn Sale or Camp Card Sale,  a Scout can build a savings for his next 

year at camp.  

¶ Camperships are limited to a maximum of one -half of the basic camp fee and may be less if    
campership demand is high.  

¶ The Campership Application form is available in the Resources section of this book and on the 
Council website. Applications must be completed, signed by the Unit Leader and received 

at the Council Service Center by April 12 .   

 

REFUND POLICY  
 

In general, camp fees are non -refundable. In the case of genuine hardships and/or emergencies 

(family move, immediate family death, serious illness, etc.) every effort is made to help where                   

possible.   

¶ The Pack leader must request any refunds in writing citing full details, and include written 

statements from the Scout and/or his family where possible. Please do not submit family            

requests directly to the council without a Pack Leaderõs recommendation/approval.  This            

policy is to prevent duplicate requests being submitted.  

¶ Maximum refunds are available in the case of families leaving the area prior to camp, or in  
other cases of genuine hardship on a case -by -case basis, up to the 2-week prior to the arrival 

deadline.  

¶ Other refund requests received in writing prior to the Packõs departure from camp may                  
receive up to one -half of any funds received.  

¶ Refunds requests received after a Packõs departure from camp will not be granted. 

¶ All refunds will be made to the Pack only, in September after review by the Camping                        
Committee.  

¶ Scouts sent home for disciplinary reasons forfeit all refunds.     
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Before You Leave Home  
 

ADULT LEADERSHIP : It is recommended that Packs provide one adult for every Cub Scout, although the                  

mandatory ratio is one adult for every two Cub Scouts or one adult for every four Webelos, with a minimum of 

two Adult Leaders per Pack.  

 

HEALTH HISTORY FORMS : Please DO NOT mail in Health Forms .  LAW requires all  campers to provide a                

current health history form upon arrival to camp. Youth forms must be signed by a parent or guardian.  Parts A & 

B can be found at www.illowabsa.org ð under òFormsó, òNational Formsó.  

 

TELEPHONE SERVICES : You can reach the Loud Thunder office at (309) 795-1442 (during summer camp). 

Calls to Cub Scouts or adults should be for emergency situations only . Allow one to three hours for a return call; 

this allows for the delivery of the message to the camper and the time it may take for the camper to get to the 

phone. To reach the Illowa Council Scout Service Center in Davenport, call (563) 388 -7233.

 __Parents aware of all plans including camp address and the possibility of boys not    

  being admitted to camp if they donõt have a current health history upon arrival 

  at camp. 

 __Health History completed for each Scout and adult attending camp, bring to               

  check -in.  

 __Scouts have personal equipment.  

 __Roster of Scouts and emergency contact information.  

 __All fees collected.  

 __Fees paid to Illowa Council. Final fees are due prior to arrival at camp.  

 __Transportation arranged.  

 __Pack records including current advancement status of each Scout.  

 __All boys registered in your pack prior to your camp check -in date.  

 __Ensure that no alcoholic beverages are brought with group to camp.  

 

FREE CAMP PATCHES : Every youth and adult participant will receive a participant patch as 

part of their camp fee.  Additional patches may be purchased in the Trading Post.  

 

CONSERVATION :  Thousands of campers come through Loud Thunder each summer; to 

minimize our impact on the environment, please stay on designated trails.  

 

CAMPFIRES:   Never leave a fire unattended.  

 

LITTER : Please dispose of all litter in the proper manner. It is everybodyõs job to keep Loud 

Thunder litter -free.  

 

Pack and Leader Responsibilities  
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The principles of the Scout Oath and Law are the guiding principles of the

Within that context, the following are some general rules that apply to all campers and  

visitors for everyoneõs health and safety. 

 

 

1.  Tobacco, alcoholic beverages and illegal drugs are NOT allowed in any Scout Camp.  

2.  Fireworks are prohibited in camp.   

3.  Personal firearms are prohibited in camp.  

4.  Sheath knives are not allowed in camp.  

5.  No flames of any kind are allowed in tents.   

6.  Advise Scouts to leave valuables with leaders. Watches, spending money, and other valuable items 

should not be left in shower room or an unattended campsite. Pack Leaders should bring a footlocker 

or other lockable container to protect campers' valuables.  

7.  Packs that use their own tents are encouraged to comply with the National Camping Standard of 30 

square feet of living space for each camper, and tents they use shoulod meet or exceed canvas                           

manufacturer CPAI -84 standards.   

8.  This camp will comply with sound ecological and conservation policies to the maximum extent         

possible. Packs should take measures to properly dispose of all trash an d  recycle aluminum cans.  

9.  An emergency drill will be conducted each week of camp.   All Packs are required to participate. 

Specific instructions will be provided on arrival.  

10. In cases of disciplinary action, Scouts asked to leave camp will be picked up at parentõs expense.  

Camp fees are forfeited when Scouts are asked to leave camp.  

11. The Camp Director and/or Council Program Director will consult with Pack Leadership and/or       

parents concerning any disciplinary action at camp.

THE CAMP LAW  
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BSA ANNUAL HEALTH AND MEDICAL RECORD  

 

All Scout and Adults  MUST provide a current Annual Health and Medical Record form Parts 

A&B upon arrival at Camp.  

¶ Copies of the BSA Medical form can be printed from our website - www.illowabsa.org  - under 

òFormsó, òNational Formsó.  All medical forms are to be given to the Pack medical person who will 

present them at camp check in.    It is suggested that the Pack makes copies to bring to camp.  

Please do NOT  mail them to the Illowa Council Service Center .   

¶ This form is valid for 12 calendar months from date of exam and must be current while in camp.  

 

STANDARD OF CARE:    

The camp provides a trained first aid attendant on call 24 hours a day and arrangements have been 

made with local hospitals and ambulance services. BSA policy requires that all injuries receive full 

medical attention in a timely manner.  

Situations requiring treatment beyond simple first aid will be sent to a hospital, and ultimately                   

referred to the family physician. While every effort will be made to contact parents prior to sending 

an injured or  seriously ill patient to a hospital, the first aid attendant will decide the appropriate               

treatment.  

 

GENERAL GUIDELINES:   

¶  Except in emergencies, an adult from the Pack must accompany Scouts under 18 to the Health 
Lodge for treatment.  

¶ ALL injuries must be reported  to the camp first aid attendant to ensure proper treatment and 

recording.  

¶ Pack Leadership should notify the parent of any and all injuries or illness immediately.   

¶ Incident Reports must be completed on any serious injury or illness. Pack leadership must   
assist the first aid attendant with these reports as necessary.  

¶ Medical guidelines for adults: Adults with serious health problems should obtain clearance for 
camp activities from their personal physician.  Temperatures can be hot and humid and you 

may exert yourself considerably more at camp than normal.   

¶ Special arrangements normally can be made for Scouts or Scouters with special needs.  Please 
call the Council Program Director at 563 -388-7233 x120 with your concerns before camp.  

 

MEDICATIONS:   

Scouts and adults requiring regular medications must bring the medications to camp in their original 

packaging.  Medications will be turned in to the health officer and made available to campers through 

the use of a locked box system at the Health Lodge.  Twice a day (or as necessary) medications will 

routinely be made available to campers through the assistance of Unit Leaders, who will pick up and 

return the locked medications box to the Health Lodge.   

 

ACCIDENT INSURANCE & MEDICAL BILLS :   

BSA medical insurance is a secondary insurance coverage, or a primary coverage for those members 

without medical insurance.  Should there be a need for insurance coverage, families should follow the 

following steps:  

¶ Except when leaving camp for medical treatment with a parent, Scouts must be accompanied 
by a Unit Leader to a doctor or hospital. The leader should have the Scoutõs personal health 

record and insurance information. In the event of ambulance service, the leader should plan 

to follow ambulance to the treatment facility.  

¶ For further information on medical claims please call the Illowa Council Service Center                               
at 563-388-7233. 



CHECK -IN PROCEDURES  

    
 

In order to complete check -in procedures in a timely manner, you should arrive between 1PM -2PM.                           

Early arrivals will be asked to wait in the parking lot until 1pm to check in .  Upon arrival at camp, you will be 

greeted by an assigned campsite guide, who will help you through the check -in process.  The Primary Pack 

leader should start at the Administration Building where they will:  

¶ Show a copy of their Tour Plan if traveling from a Council other than Illowa.  

¶ Present a copy of the Pack Roster. (Please find Roster form in the Resources Sections of this guide)  

¶ Present complete and signed medical records to the Camp Health Officer.  (There will not be a physician 

at camp, so persons with incomplete medical records will not be able to stay at camp)  

¶ Pick up the Pack òPacketó which includes information for events/activities throughout the week.  

 

         PARKING & TRAILERS  
A parking lot is provided across from the Administration Building for all vehicles and trailers. For your safety 

and camp experience ð only camp service vehicles are permitted beyond the parking lot .  Scouts and Leaders 

should come prepared to pack their own gear into their campsites.   

 

CAMPSITES  
Campsite assignments will be given out during check -in.  All campsites are equipped with BSA canvas A -frame 

tents on wooden platforms, each containing two cots.  An adult may share a tent with their own child only.  Only 

two people per tent.  Remember ð no flames in tents!  Campsites include a picnic table, latrine, water pump, and 

fire ring.  There will more than likely be multiple Packs assigned to one campsite, so take the opportunity to get 

to know your neighbor Scout!  

 

SHOWER FACILITIES  
Showers for youth and adult males are located in the Pool House.  Showers for females are located at the rear of 

the Health Lodge.  Flushing toilets are available during day time in the dining hall.  Please respect these              

facilities.  Laundry services are not available in camp, but they are available in nearby towns.  

 

FOOD SERVICE  

Loud Thunder employs a commercial food service with experienced, trained cooks who prepare all of your 

meals.  We serve cafeteria style with assigned seating.  Packs are responsible for cleaning their tables and     

areas before leaving each meal.  Campers with dietary restrictions may request substitutes by notifying the 

Camp Director or the Council Service Center  in writing at least two weeks before coming to Camp .  See 
Special Diet Request form in the ôResourcesó section of this manual.  

 

LOST AND FOUND  

Although the Illowa Council is not responsible for any Pack or personal items that may be lost,  stolen, 

or damaged, a òlost and foundó area is located at the Administration Building.

Camps always need extra hands, and Loud Thunder is no exception.  Leaders in camp will be called 

on to take a turn at helping with a wide variety of chores ranging from quality of life issues to program 

support.  We know we can count on youé.after all, óA Scout is Helpful ó.   Many beneficial projects 

are completed each year by skilled Scouters who donate their time and talent to enhance Loud                

Thunder.

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PROGRAM ROTATIONS : These are the foundation of your experience. You and your Cub Scouts 

will be introduced to every aspect of camp.  While you will stay in a campsite with your Pack, your 

Pack will be divided into dens by rank the first morning of your stay.  These dens will stay together for 

the Program session and rotate to all of the program stations together.  All program stations                    

incorporate age -progressive programming and will work on specific requirements for each rank              

level.  

 

  

CRAFT/SKILLS : Cub Scouts will complete a craft that they can take home with them.                                                    

  

 

SWIMMING : Play water games or work on your swimming skills during your 

pool rotation. Every camper must take a swim test before he or she may partici-

pate in swimming or boating.  Scouts will go through this rotation twice during 

their stay.  

 

SKILLS :  Discover Secret Ink, Learn about Fire Safety, Work on your Whittling Chip, and more!  

 

BALLISTICS : This area will be a place that campers learn about topics like physics and flight!  Age 

defined topics will include, rockets, catapults, or Frisbees.  

 

NATURE: Explore the natural habitat of Loud Thunder.  

 

SHOOTING SPORTS : BB guns and archery are the two rotation activities in 

this area. Learn safety regulations, proper shooting techniques, and hone 

skills with plenty of time to shoot.  

 

FLAG CEREMONIES : Campers will learn about  proper flag ceremony eti-

quette, then perform a flag raising and lowering (respectively).

Swimming:   Pool time is open swim for all age levels for both rotations at the pool.  All aquatics                      

requirements are based upon personal achievements or based upon the swim tests that are passed at 

camp.  Additional requirements or help given by lifeguards is at their availability.  It is the leaderõs                 

responsibility to test these skills.  

 
Wolves- Requirement #1 Feats of Skill, 1h & 1i 

Bears- Requirement #19 Swimming, 19a,b,c & d 

Webelos - Aquanaut Activity Badge (available upon request at pool)  

¶ Jump into water over your head.  Come to the surface and swim 100 feet, at least half of this using a 

backstroke.  

¶ Stay in the water after the swim and float on your back and your front, demonstrate survival                

floating.  

¶ Put on a personal floatation device (PFD) that is the right size. Make sure it is properly fastened.  

Wearing the PFD, jump into the water over your head.  Show how the PFD keeps your head above 

water by swimming 25 feet. Get out of the water, remove the PFD, and hang it where it will dry.  

¶ Explain the four basic water rescue methods. Demonstrate reaching and throwing rescues.  

¶ With an adult on board, show that you know how to handle a rowboat.   (Can be done during open 

boating)  

¶ Pass the BSA òSwimmeró test 

¶ While you are a Webelos scout, earn the Cub Scout sports belt loop for swimming

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The swim classification of individuals participating in a Boy Scouts of 

America activity is a key element in both Safe Swim Defense and 

Safety Afloat.  The swim tests must be renewed annually, preferably 

at the beginning of each summer season.  Traditionally, the swim 

classification test has only been conducted at a long -term summer 

camp.  However, there is no restriction that this be the only place that the test is conducted.                                   

It is advantageous to conduct the swim classification prior to a unit going to summer camp.  

All persons participating in aquatics are classified according to their swimming ability.  The classification test 

and procedures have been developed and structured to demonstrate a skill level consistent with the                      

circumstances in which the individual will be in the water.  The Swimmerõs Test demonstrates the minimum 

level of swimming ability for recreational and instructional activity in a confined body of water with a                      

maximum 12 -foot depth, and with shallow water footing or a pool or pier edge always within 25 feet of the 

swimmer.  

Swimmerõs Test:  Jump feet first into water over the head in depth, level off, and begin swimming.  Swim 75 

 yards in a strong manner using one or more of the following strokes: side stroke, breast stroke, 

 trudgen, or crawl; then swim 25 yards using an easy resting back stroke.  The 100 yards must be 

 swam continuously and include at least one sharp turn.  Finish by floating on your back for a minute.  

Beginners Test:  Jump feet first into water over the head in depth, level off, swim 25 feet on the surface, 

 stop, turn sharply, resume swimming as before, and return to starting place.  

Administration of Swim Classification Test  

Option A (before camp):  

The swim classification test done at a unit level should be conducted by one of the following Council -approved 

resource people: Aquatics Instructor, BSA; Aquatics Supervisor; BSA Lifeguard; certified lifeguard; swimming 

instructor; or swim coach.  When the unit goes to a summer camp, each individual will be issued a buddy tag 

under the direction of the Camp Aquatics Director for use at the camp .  The signed form must be presented 

upon arrival at camp to the Aquatics Director at the pool to obtain your buddy tags for the aquatics areas.  

Option B (at camp): The swim classification test is completed upon arrival by camp aquatics personnel.  

 

Special Note:  When swim tests are conducted away from, or at, camp the Aquatics Director shall at all times 

reserve the authority to review or retest individuals or entire Packs to ensure that standards have been                   

maintained.

ESSENTIAL INFORMATION FOR A SAFE VISIT AT CAMP

CAMPSITE PRECAUTIONS :  This section of the education material is directed to the precautions that must be 
taken in your campsite so as to avoid attracting animals.  Animals typically found at Loud Thunder Scout               

Reservation include field mice, raccoons, deer, squirrels, and skunks.   There are not any dangerous wildlife 

typically found at LT, but they can be nuisance to your stay.  If you feel threatened by any wildlife please contact 

Camp Management.  

 
Camp Sanitation : It is essential that campsites and their surrounding areas be kept clean.  

 
Food : This is perhaps the most important precaution to be taken. Food produces odors that attract critters in 
search of a meal. All food at camp must be stored in a scent -proof container or the trunk of a car.  

 
Food In Tents : There simply is absolutely no excuse for eating food, your meals or snacks, in your tent. These 
foods will leave appealing odors that will attract wildlife. Empty snack wrappers, food boxes, juice boxes, soda 

cans, or even water bottles that have had flavored drinks mixed in them are not to be kept in tents. FOOD OF 

ANY KIND SHOULD NEVER BE STORED IN A TENT. 

 
Cooking of Food : If your unit is going to bring snacks to cook the last night of camp, the cooking preparation 
and dining areas should be as far as possible from the sleeping tents.  

 
Clean Up After Food Preparation : Dishes should be done immediately following completion of the meal.             
Leftovers should be properly disposed of or stored as food in the manner described above. All tables used in 

food preparation and eating must be washed. Food spilled on the ground must be picked up. Liquid food spills 

must be cleaned up by removing the soil that is contaminated with the spill.  

 
Snacks : Many Cub Scouts and families bring snacks to camp for their stay. Snacks must be stored in the same 
manner as food is stored as described above. Snacks also include beverages other than water. Soda pop,               

powdered beverages, juice boxes, or other drinks should never be consumed in a tent. Spills from these                

products give off odors that are very appealing to critters.  

 
Garbage : Garbage containing food should not remain in a campsite. Garbage should be properly bagged and 
disposed of in the dumpsters by the parking lot. Make sure that any leakage from your garbage bag is properly 

cleaned up as well. Staff will be by each day to collect garbage.  You may choose to bring your garbage to the 

dumpsters if you notice the garbage run has already been made for the day.

Lie 

For their first Nova award, Scouts earn the distinctive Nova award patch. 

After that, a Scout can earn three more Nova awards, each one recognized 

with a separate pi ( ˊ) pin -on device that attaches to the patch. The patch 
and the three devices represent each of the four STEM topics ñscience, 

technology, engineering, and mathematics.  

 

THE SUPERNOVA AWARDS  
The Supernova awards have more rigorous requirements than the Nova 

awards. The requirements and activities were designed to motivate youth 

and recognize more in -depth, advanced achievement in STEM -related      

activities.

ADDITIONAL DIRECTIONS  

 

From the North or East :  Pass through Andalusia, stay on Highway 92 .  The road will curve to the left (South) 

and climb a hill.  At the tip of the hill IGNORE signs to the Loud Thunder Forest Preserve and continue 

South towards the Boy Scout Camp, going down the steep hill.  Towards the bottom, IGNORE the entrance 

on the right with an Akela statue (that is the entrance to lower camp) and CONTINUE to the bottom of the 

hill and start up the other side.  About a third of the way up, there will be a brown sign to the Boy Scout 

Camp on your right, and you will turn RIGHT onto a gravel road going up the hill to the West.  Follow that 

road and park in the large gravel parking lot.  Registration will be at the Administration Building                             

immediately opposite the parking lot.   

 

 

From the West or South :  Youõll either be on Highway 92 from Illinois City, or join it about a mile South of 

the camp.  From that junction, where 92 makes almost a 90 -degree turn to the North, youõll continue North 

about a mile to a significant downward slope.  About halfway down the slope youõll find the campõs                     

entrance on your left.  You will turn LEFT onto a gravel road going up the hill.  Follow that road and park in 

the large gravel parking lot.  Registration will be at the Administration Building immediately opposite the 

parking lot.
