Reusable water bottle or canteen with clip or lanyard

Class A uniform for travel, flag and dinner (all other shirts should be class B)
One pair of pants (shorts for normal day activities)

Two pairs of shoes

Two or more extra pairs of socks

Sleeping bag and pillow

Sun screen and bug repellent

Swim suit and towel

Small bar of soap, tooth brush & paste, comb, deodorant, etc.
Rain gear (poncho or pants & jacket and hat)

Whittling Chip and knife

Zip lock bags (for keeping things dry)

Small book bag/back pack/day pack

WEBELOS book, small notepad, and at least one pen/ pencil
Chair

Flash light and extra batteries
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Camera (disposable preferred and a camera is optional)

Suggestions:

O Pack clothes and extra pair of shoes in ziplock brand gallon size freezer bags (they hold
their seal better than most, and the thicker baggies are puncture resistant).

O Pack sleeping bag and pillow inside two garbage bags.

U The boys will receive a couple of sheets of paper to track their progress, so he may want to
bring an extra quart size zippie to keep those dry.

U Do not send any food or snacks with your scout.
